Overview
Operations at Amer Lake camp commenced on June 6, 2011 with the mobilization to the camp to prepare the camp for a Reverse Circulation drill program.  Operations and temporary camp closure ended on August 2nd, 2011.  The Amer Lake camp accommodated up to 16 people maximum for the duration it was open and operating. Mobilization of crew and equipment was made possible by helicopter and a Turbo Single Otter.  A flight log for fixed wing aircraft is attached to this report.
The 2011 program involved drilling of 16 reverse circulation holes totaling 2276.94 metres, all of which were land based.

Summary of activities
During the period of June 6-August 2, 2011 mineral exploration work took place on the project area.  All work was assisted Single Otter and by helicopter during mobilization, de-mobilization and work operations.  The work program was comprised of 16 reverse circulation (air only, no water) drill holes that totaled 2,276.94 metres.  The drill was moved from site to site via helicopter.

Work Plan for 2012
No plans are considered for this project due to the economic climate at the time.  Only camp abandonment is being considered under newly issued LUP N2011C0025, good through January 18, 2014.
Wildlife Report
A brief wildlife report is being submitted with this report as the author could not locate any logs after June 2011 that may have been completed by our geological consulting contractor.  All personnel and contractors will be instructed to maintain a daily wildlife log going forward as well as signing a form indicating that they have read and understood the terms and conditions of the land use permit including any comments provided by the GN-DOE and EC. 
Wildlife Encounters
No significant wildlife encounters are being reported.  All work crews were given bear repellant, 2 way radios, iridium satellite radios, safety bags including heat, food and shelters.  Crews were also instructed on the following mitigation actions.
1.
Adhering to the Caribou Protection Measures; specifically not working in any core calving areas.

2.    Avoiding low level flights over areas known for waterfowl nesting.

3.    Adhering to the Recommended Environmentally Acceptable Minimum Flight Altitudes. 

4.    Equipping all water intake hoses with an appropriate screen mesh size to ensure no     entrapment of fish.
5.  All burnable garbage was systematically incinerated over the active season.      Incinerated food tins and ash garbage were stored in sealed, empty fuel drums and removed as backhaul to the landfill site in Baker Lake (with permission).

Community Consultation
No formal community consultation was performed in 2011 but once any activities are planned for the coming seasons a community visit to discuss operations are planned.
Site Visits 
No site visits were performed by DIAND, NWB or WCB in 2011.

Take-offs and Landings
Several take-offs and landings with a Single Otter aircraft were performed in 2011 while mobilizing and de-mobilizing camp, people and equipment.  Approximately 21 loads were brought into a flat, dry area of tundra just south of Amer Lake from Baker Lake throughout the program.  See Flight Log attached.
Reporting Plans

In terms of water use and waste disposal, domestic water was pumped from the lake next to camp at 602603E  7265074N NAD 83 Zone 14.  
No water for drilling was used in 2011 as all drilling was conducted with reverse circulation (air only) methods.  As this project is still grassroots in nature no environmental studies were undertaken except for 24 water samples from lakes within the project area.  See attached report. 

Abandonment and Restoration
No revisions or request for revisions to the A & R Plan were made or received in 2011. 

Progressive Reclamation Work Undertaken:

All garbage was incinerated with a dual air chamber incinerator and backhauled with empty drums to the landfill site in Baker Lake.  Empty drums and other non-combustible garbage and or oils or hazardous wastes were backhauled to Yellowknife for proper disposal.  
Upon completion of the exploration program the campsite was cleaned and all other equipment was stored in the secured dries, office and kitchen buildings for future use.  During operations progressive reclamation took place such as cleaning each drill site prior to work beginning at the next site.  All sumps were backfilled.  No garbage or empty drums remain on site.  All fuel caches in this area have been removed.  Camp is slated to be removed in the summer/fall of 2012 although the newly accepted LUP is good through January 18, 2014.
Spills/Failures:
None occurred and thus none reported.
