Defence Construction Canada on behalf of the Department of National Defence is providing the following Annual 
Report, which summarizes the activities in 2017 and outlines the planned activities for 2018.  
 
Summary of 2017 Activities 

1. Naval Facility Site Access roads upgrades and maintenance; 
2. Construction camp operation and maintenance activities; 
3. Naval Distillate infrastructure – completed;  
4. Diesel tanks - completed;  
5. POL Storage Area and containment infrastructure – completed; 
6. Operational Area infrastructure – Wharf Operatior’s Shelter and General Use Storage Building installed; 
7. Wharf upgrades. 

 
Work Plan for 2018  
The proposed work plan for the 2018 season includes: 

1. Naval Facility Site Access roads upgrades and maintenance; 
2. Construction camp operation and maintenance activities; 
3. Wharf upgrades; 
4. Foundation for the Spanwire System; 
5. Facility commissioning; 
6. Construction contractor demobilization. 

 
Compliance with NIRB Terms and Conditions 
The NNF project has endeavoured to comply with all terms and conditions required by authorizing bodies and 
applicable Acts, Regulations and Guidelines.   

 
• All camp fuel was stored using adequate secondary containment located more than 30 m from any water 

body.  Appropriate spill response equipment was readily available, and fuel was routinely inspected by 
properly trained personnel.  
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• No damage to wildlife habitat or harassment of wildlife occurred. All project personnel were trained in 

wildlife protective measures. There has been no disturbance or destruction to nests or eggs of any birds. 
There has been no disturbance to Caribou and muskox.  

• All aircraft flight restrictions have been adhered to.  
• During aggregate production dust suppression methods were utilized, and no sediment was deposited into 

any water body. 
• The construction camp was erected on a prepared gravel pad, and there is no camp, equipment or material 

stored on the surface of lakes or streams. 
• At the conclusion of the 2017 field season all garbage was removed from site.   
• The project activities did not interfere with Inuit wildlife harvesting or traditional land use activities. 
• A record of Community Consultations for April 2017 and March 2018 can be found in Annex A.

We take the environment very 
seriously and we do have an 
emergency and spill response plan. 

2- What do we do if we want to go 
hunt or fish around that area?  

 

DND plans to use the site around 4 
to 8 times a year. When there is no 
one onsite you are welcomed to go 
hunt as you are right now.  

3- Is DND the owner of the land, 
has the transfer of the land been 
done?  

Yes, DND is the responsible of the 
land. However, DND is not the 
owner of the land, it is government 
of Canada.  

4- Is Johnny Mikijuk still the 
president of Almiq Contracting? 
What percent of the profit 
money is going to him?   

 

Yes, Johnny Mikijuk is still the 
president of Almiq Contracting.  
We are not aware of this 
information; this is higher up in the 
organization.  We did spend around 
1 million dollars in the Arctic Bay 
regions for many goods and services, 
as described in the presentation.  

5- The project cost over 100 million 
dollars, why are we not receiving 
more money, you are on our 
land?  

 
 

We do not know how you received 
that information about the cost of 
the project. But this data is 
incorrect. You must know that about 
half of the cost of a project is 
dedicated to design, bringing 
materials and labours to site, 
management, administration etc.

We 
cannot use carpenters to do this 
kind of job.  

8- How long is the job?  The camp is opening up on May 26th, 
we will be on site until the end of 
September  

9- Comment: We live in a unique 
land, we have unique wildlife, 
we welcome DND in our land, we 
are thankful people can come 
and visit our land and we 
appreciate the protection DND 
will provide us. We are very 
grateful.
