I'am writing this letter on behalf of the Board of Directors of Pirugsaijit Ltd, a
management company to several Inuit Development Corporations doing business
in the Kivallig Region of Nunavut.

We fully respect the requirement for NIRB to review projects such as the Meliadine
Gold Mine development project. We are also aware that environmental
assessments to date have allowed licenses for land and water use to be issued to
Agnico-Eagle Mines.

However, NIRB has recommended that construction of the all weather road
between Rankin Inlet and the site of the Meliadine project be delayed until further
environmental assessments associated with the Mine-Mill Development Project
are completed. The NIRB recommendation will suspend the road construction for
up to three years. We respectfully ask that the wishes of the people of the Kivallig
Region to be taken into account and the road construction be approved without
delay.

With respect to the Agnico-Eagle Project at Meliadine, the key to economic and
social benefits to local businesses and Inuit workers is the early start of
construction of the all weather road to the mine site. In a remote region of the
country where unemployment is the highest and where conducting a business
presents the most challenges in the country, we ask you as Minister Responsible
for Aboriginal Affairs and Northern Development to permit the early construction of
the road.

| can assure you that permitting early construction of the road will literally boost the
economic and social advancement of not only the community of Rankin Inlet but of
all the communities in the Region. We anticipate that more than 200 well paying
jobs will be created at the Meliadine site, a significant number of these will be local
Inuit workers. In addition to strengthening the business community in the region



and providing employment, the project will go a long way to advance training of the
local workforce in particular at the Nunavut Trades Training Centre in Rankin Inlet.
