Project Description: 
The Committee Bay Project (CBP) is a gold exploration project located within the eastern Kitikmeot Region of Nunavut operated by North Country Gold Corp (NCGC), a 100% owned subsidiary of Auryn Resources Inc. (Auryn). The CBP presently encompasses more than 217,000 hectares of mineral claims and leases along the Committee Bay Greenstone Belt, extending from Committee Bay in the north, approximately 300 km to the southwest, towards Baker Lake and the Meadowbank Mine. The project includes the Three Bluffs gold deposit, significant gold occurrences at West Plains, Inuk, Anuri, Raven, Cop-Four Hills, many other gold occurrences and excellent untested targets that are not exposed at surface. Previously approved exploration work includes: Airborne and ground magnetic surveys, geological mapping, prospecting, soil, till, rock sampling, diamond core drilling, RC and RAB drilling, use of permanent camps at Hayes, Bullion, Ingot and Crater, use of up to 12 temporary fly camps, quarrying and construction of an airstrip and all weather road at Hayes Camp, annual construction of ice airstrip on Sandspit Lake (Hayes Camp) and construction of winter trail between Hayes Camp and Three Bluffs. Please note that there are no proposed changes in scope of the project. Thus, this project proposal refers to a previous NPC application (File # 148177, filed December 14, 2015), reviewed by NPC on December 23, 2015. NCGC respectfully requests that reference be made to NPC application File # 148177 regarding the project’s work area, land use permits and other pertinent project documents. This project proposal is filed to support an amendment to NCGC’s Permit to use the Commissioner’s Land’ (LUP-06-600-013) with respect to a portion of Lot 11 within the Itivia Industrial subdivision located within the Hamlet of Rankin Inlet until September 2017. The permit is renewable annually, and is subject to environmental, spill response and reporting terms conditions put in place by Nunavut departments of Environment (DOE), Community and Government Services (CGS), and Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB). The permit allows for containment berm construction and storage of up to 73,800 litres (L) of fuel (~360 drums). Currently, no fuel is stored at the Itivia site. All fuel previously on site has been transferred to the Committee Bay Project. NCGC is respectfully requesting an amendment to the existing storage permit which would allow up to 820,000 L of fuel (~4,000 drums), as well as additional lumber and 4-5 shipping containers. The fuel would be mobilized to Rankin Inlet via the 2016 sealift (tentatively early September 2016) and would be stored on site in Rankin Inlet temporarily until commencement of the spring 2017 mobilization. During spring 2017, the majority of the fuel would be transported from Rankin Inlet via heavy lift aircraft to the Committee Bay Project site. NCGC currently has a Class ‘A’ Land Use Permit (AANDC LUP2014C0005) in place that allows for storage of up to 1.5 million L of fuel (~7,300 drums) at the Committee Bay Project.
