INTRODUCTION/ BACKGROUND
Agnico Eagle Ltd. Applied to the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB) for a permit to construct a temporary exploration camp and airstrip plus permission to conduct exploration activities at the Cone Hill site.
The site is located approximately 88km east of the Hamlet of Baker Lake and 160 km northwest of Rankin Inlet on IOL land.  The camp would accommodate 20 workers and will be mainly constructed of tents and sea cans.  A core shack, core splitting room, medical room, kitchen, dry storage, shower and Practo toilets will be used.  Approximately 400 drums of fuel will be on site stored in secondary containment berms.  The camp is expected to be used for 3-4 years.
A temporary airstrip will be constructed on a nearby esker approximately 23 km north-east of camp.  A winter airstrip will also be constructed on the Lake during favorable ice covered conditions.
Exploration activity in this region is for gold mineralization and include prospecting, geophysical surveys and diamond drilling.

CONCERNS WITH APPLICATION

The following are concerns or information gaps within the AEM application to NIRB;
· How many tents/ structures will be on site?
· Caribou, muskoxen and wolf hunting in the area, Wild life Management plans including mitigation.
· What will be the heating source for each tent and will they have secondary containment
· Needs details on how fuel drums will be stored as well as other dangerous goods storage practices

Closing
AEM currently hold a permit for prospecting and staking and drilling however additional site activities including camp construction and fuel storage are now in review therefore not approved as of yet until NIRB completed the review.
