RE: NPC File # 148510 Impacts of Air Pollution on Terrestrial and Aquatic Ecosystems on Baffin Island 
 
The following works and activities have been proposed in the above-noted project proposal: 
 

1. Scientific Research: This project will utilise a critical loads approach to quantify the assimilative capacity of 
arctic terrestrial and aquatic ecosystems. Lake water in the Kimmirut, Pond Inlet and Iqaluit regions (~100 
sites) will be sampled for chemical analysis. In addition, moss and soil samples will be collected at a sub-set of 
the study sites (~25 sites) to assess terrestrial ecosystem impacts.  

2. Sampling methods: Aircrafts will be used to land on lakes to support lake water sampling. At each lake, a 
surface water sample (~250 mL) will be collected from the middle (by Helicopter in the Kimmirut and Pond 
Inlet study domain) or from the shoreline (in the Iqaluit study domain) of the lake for chemical analysis. Moss 
and soil samples will be collected at a subset of the lake sites in the Pond Inlet region.  

3. Modifications/Amendments: This an amendment to an existing project. The study area has been extended to 
include lakes, moss and soil samples around the community of Pond Inlet. 

4. Location: Qikiqtani Region. Approximately 100 sites (including ~ 50 lakes) outside the communities of 
Kimmirut, Iqaluit and Pond Inlet. All study sites will be located outside of Inuit Owed Land and Territorial 
Parks (in NTS grids: 025N15, 025N16, 025M06, 025M08, 038B10 and 038B11).

The Nunavut Planning Commission (NPC) has completed its review of the above noted project proposal. The NPC 
previously reviewed works and activities associated with the current proposal, including method and quantity of 
samples. (Decision issued- June 27, 2016. File # 148273). In addition, associated activities were previously screened by 
the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB FILE NO.: 16YN048). 

The NPC has determined that the above-noted project proposal is a significant modification to the project because 
the proposed study area has been extended to include the area around Pond Inlet which was not included in the 
original project. It conforms to the North Baffin Regional Land Use Plan (NBRLUP). The proponent has undertaken to 
comply with the applicable conformity requirements of Appendix C, H, and I of the NBRLUP.   

The above-noted project proposal requires screening by the NIRB under section 12.4.3 of the Nunavut Agreement as 
amended because it is for a component or activity that was not part of the original proposal and its inclusion is a 
significant modification of the project. By way of this letter, the NPC is forwarding the project proposal with this 
determination to the NIRB for screening.  Project materials, including the applicable conformity requirements, are 
available at the following address:

The regulatory authorities to which this letter is addressed are responsible under the Nunavut Planning and Project 
Assessment Act (NUPPAA) to implement any of the applicable requirements by incorporating the requirements 
directly, or otherwise ensuring that they must be met, in the terms and conditions of any authorizations issued. 
 
This conformity determination applies only to the above noted project proposal as submitted.  Proponents may not 
carry out projects and regulatory authorities may not issue licenses, permits and other authorizations in respect of 
projects if a review by the NPC is required. Regulatory authorities may consult with the NPC to obtain 
recommendations on their duties to implement the existing land use plans prior to issuing licenses, permits and 
other authorizations under subsection 69(6) of the NUPPAA.
