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March 23, 2018


The Hamlet Council at the regular meeting held on March 22, 2018 unanimously passed the following resolution:

Whereas: the Kivalliq Inuit Association (KIA) Board of Directors passed Resolution #EC 17-07-03 on July 17, 2017 without public consultation; and

Whereas:  Nordgold (since 2016 owned 100% by Nordgold SE) have been exploring in the Whale Cove area since 2011, both on Inuit owned land and Crown land, and have an excellent working relationship with the community of Whale Cove; and  

Whereas: the Whale Cove Hunters and Trappers Organization  (HTO) at their regular meeting held on March 28, 2017 were in support of Nordgold and their continued exploration activities, which is the Pistol Bay Project located 15 km outside of Whale Cove; and

[bookmark: _GoBack]Whereas: Nordgold has told the Hamlet and Community of Whale Cove that KIA has informed the Company that Land Use Permit (LUP #KVL111B06), for exploration on Inuit Owned Land WC-01 which expires on October 4, 2018 will not be renewed by KIA; and

 Whereas:  The Hamlet Council and HTO of Whale Cove both support Nordgold’s (Northquest Ltd) Pistol Bay Project, with conditions similar to those proven effective in the  protection of  wildlife and the environment in other exploration areas in the Kivalliq Region; and 

Whereas: we have reason to believe that the President of KIA has been active in his declaration to close the Whale Cove area to exploration.





Now Therefore be it resolved that: 

The Hamlet Council of Whale Cove demand an immediate meeting with the Kivalliq Inuit Association (KIA) Board of Directors in Whale Cove to also resolve this matter.
