Project Description: 
The current amendment application is to include a new road and water crossings using an existing ATV path/trail. It is planned to extend the path to a 6 meter wide permanent road. The road will be built up using pit run and crushed aggregate from the new borrow area located at West Remus Creek. The contractor’s plan is to move the crusher and temporary tent camp from Blacktop Creek to West Remus Creek. Excavate and crush the required size and quantities of aggregate to construct the road working from West Remus Creek back to Blacktop Creek. Along the road, culverts will be strategically placed to drain any melt runoff from the high side of the newly constructed road. At Blacktop Creek, two Arch culverts will be placed in Blacktop Creek to create a 6m x 50m water crossing. The culvert bridge will span Blacktop Creek to the location of the original borrow area located on the West side of Blacktop Creek. There will be approx. 32 personnel and contractors on site approximately from June 2018 to October 2018, inclusively. After that period, the total amount of personnel on site will decrease to approximately 8. Road Construction will occur between June and October, 2018. Also, we are seeking a quarry permit to excavate and crush the required size and quantities of aggregate to construct the road working from West Remus Creek back to Blacktop Creek. In addition to the water pumped from Station Creek, we shall use portable gas powered water pump fitted with fish screen to pump 2m3 of water per day water from Remus creek to a trailer mounted tank for transport to the camp. Note: The actual camp man days and duration are subject to change with respect to the final haul road construction option chosen. Approx. personel at the camp is 24.
