The Nunavut Planning Commission (NPC) has completed its review of the above noted project proposal. The NPC
previously reviewed works and activities associated with the current proposal, including removal of aggregate,
upgrading the airstrip and continued operation of the research facilities (conformity determination issued on
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April 19, 2012, February 22, 2016, April 14, 2016). These conformity determinations still apply. In addition, associated
activities were previously screened by the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB FILE NO.: 12XN020)

The NPC has determined that the above-noted project proposal is a significant modification to the project because of
the addition of new transmission antenna arrays that require a new Nunavut Research Institute license application. It
conforms to the North Baffin Regional Land Use Plan (NBRLUP).
