Dear Kailey Wright:

On February 14, 2019 the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB or Board) received a referral to
screen Northern Energy Capital Inc.’s “Nunavut Clean Energy Project” project proposal from the
Nunavut Planning Commission (NPC or Commission), with an accompanying positive conformity
determination with the Keewatin Regional Land Use Plan.

Pursuant to Article 12, Sections 12.4.1 and 12.4.4 of the Agreement between the Inuit of the
Nunavut Settlement Area and Her Majesty the Queen in right of Canada (Nunavut Agreement) and
s. 87 of the Nunavut Planning and Project Assessment Act, S.C. 2013, c. 14, s. 2 (NuPPAA), the
NIRB has commenced screening this project proposal and has assigned it file number 19XN014 -
please reference this file number in all future related correspondence.

INFORMATION REQUEST

On February 14, 2019 the NIRB requested that the Proponent complete the online application form
through the NIRB’s public registry system and ensure, pursuant to s. 144(1) of the NuPPAA, that
the information provided be sufficient to determine the scope of the project activities being
proposed and that sufficient information has been provided to commence screening. On February
26, 2019 the NIRB followed up with the Proponent requesting an online application, and on March
12, 2019 the NIRB received the application. Following a preliminary completeness check of the
proposal as submitted, the NIRB determined that the proposal did not contain the necessary
information for the NIRB to carry out its screening and on March 14, 2019 requested that the
Proponent provide the Board with the additional information in order to carry out the screening of
the project proposal.
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On March 20, 2019 the NIRB received the required additional information and commenced the
screening pursuant to Part 3 of the NUPPAA.

PROJECT OVERVIEW
Project Scope:

The proposed “Nunavut Clean Energy Project: Rankin Inlet and Baker Lake” is located within the
municipal boundaries of Rankin Inlet and Baker Lake in the Kivalliq region. The Proponent
intends to construct and operate two 900 kW wind turbines (~60m in height) in each community.
The program is proposed to take place from 2021 to 2041.

According to the project proposal, the scope of the project includes the following undertakings,
works or activities:
= Construction and operation of MET Mast towers in Baker Lake and Rankin Inlet;
= Access road upgrade in each community;
= Use of various heavy equipment (e.g., bulldozer, excavator, dump truck, grader, cement
truck, rock drills and cranes) for construction;
= Drilling and blasting of bedrock for foundation and anchor placement for towers;
= Construction, installation and operation of two 900kW wind turbines towers (~60m in
height) in each community;
= |nstallation of new transforming station within existing lease site;
= Upgrading existing transmission line to 25kv or construction of new line (underground
cable or overhead lines);
= Ongoing operation and maintenance of wind towers and turbines;
= Use of barge (sealift) to bring in wind turbines and equipment; and
= Use of accommodations and waste disposal in the communities.

Inclusion or Exclusion of Scoping List

At this time, the NIRB has identified no additional works or activities in relation to the project
proposal. As a result, the NIRB will proceed with screening the project based on the scope as
described above.
