3) The local Hunter and Trappers Organizations needs to be consulted to identify
potential impacts to wildlife, traditional harvesting locations and sensitive areas
and identify mitigation venues

predictable with known technology, therefore; the proponent should address these
areas before the certificate is granted.

5) The KivlA is requesting the proponent respond to all comment submissions
before NIRB executes the certificate.
