The Nunavut Planning Commission (NPC) has completed its review of the above noted project proposal. The activities
associated with this proposal were previously reviewed by NPC, and conformity determinations were issued on May
21, 2015, June 7, 2016, January 15, 2019, February 26, 2020, and November 24, 2020 which still apply. In
addition, the activities were previously screened by the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB FILE NO.:
15AN029). The above-noted project proposal is exempt from screening by the NIRB because the NPC is of the
understanding that it does not change the general scope of the original or previously amended project activities,
and the exceptions noted in Section 12.4.3 (a) and (b) of the Nunavut Agreement do not apply.

By way of this letter, the NPC is forwarding the project proposal to the regulatory authorities identified by the
proponent.

Regulatory authorities may consult with the NPC to obtain
recommendations on their duties to implement the existing land use plans prior to issuing licenses, permits and
other authorizations under subsection 69(6) of the NUPPAA.
