RE: NPC File No: 149951 [Geological Mapping of Boundary Structures]

The following works and activities have been proposed in the above-noted project proposal:

1. Scientific Research: Low-impact geoscience research in the Rankin Inlet area, which includes ~2 weeks of
targeted fieldwork (summer 2023). The activity proposes to have a team of 5 researchers collect fist-size
rock samples for two and a half weeks in July 2023 along a newly identified geological structure, the Raptor
Shear Zone, about 60 km north of Rankin Inlet. The crew will be set out by helicopter from Rankin Inlet and
will conduct daily short hikes along the structure to collect fist-sized rock samples, take photos and
measurements, and record geological observations. The field research utilizes non-destructive, low-impact
instruments such as GPS, digital cameras, and rock hammers. Approximately 200 fist-sized samples will be
collected for analyses in the Geological Survey of Canada laboratories.

2. Location: Kivallig Region [Near Rankin Inlet, and Chesterfield Inlet]

The Nunavut Planning Commission (NPC) has completed its review of the above noted project proposal. It conforms
to the Keewatin Regional Land Use Plan (KRLUP). The proponent has undertaken to comply with the applicable
conformity requirements of Appendix C, G, and H of the KRLUP.

The project proposal requires screening by the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB) because it does not belong to a
class of exempt works or activities set out in Schedule 12-1 of the Nunavut Agreement.

Proponents may not
carry out projects and regulatory authorities may not issue licenses, permits and other authorizations in respect of
projects if a review by the NPC is required. Regulatory authorities may consult with the NPC to obtain
recommendations on their duties to implement the existing land use plans prior to issuing licenses, permits and
other authorizations under subsection 69(6) of the NUPPAA.
