The Proponent intends to conduct research and undertake 

the study of local geology, including characterizing thermophysical properties of rock samples, assessing 

theoretical geothermal potential, developing numerical models, and analyzing the life-cycle cost of the geothermal 

system within a limited area surrounding Baker Lake. The program is proposed to take place from June 2024 to 

September 2024.
