Qablunaatitut: Who: There will be four staff from Canadian Wildlife Service, four community members from

Uiviititut:

Inuktitut;

Grise Fiord, and two students from the Nunavut Research Institute proposed in the
participation of this work in the Nirjutigarvik National Wildlife Area.What: We hope to
conduct a photo survey of seabird colonies from helicopter, and drone. The seabird colonies
may include Northern Fulmars, Thick-billed Murres, Black-legged Kittiwakes, Black
Guillemots, and Glaucous Gulls. A separate photo survey will be conducted on Atlantic
Puffins at the nearby Princess Charlotte Monument, either by helicopter or by zodiac (boat).
In 2023, a shelter dome structure was built on the eastern shore of the Nirjutiqarvik National
Wildlife Area. In 2024 we will conduct maintenance on this shelter. Additionally, we are
planning on installing 2-3 wildlife cameras and acoustic recording unit. Finally, we would like
to build an Automatic information system or remote camera station to record vessel
activities and permit compliance in the National Wildlife Area. Why: The Nirjutiqarvik Area
Co-management committee, based in Grise Fiord, has requested these activities as part of
their objectives. Thousands of seabirds depend on Coburg Island and the Nirjutigarvik
National Wildlife Area (NWA) for breeding and foraging. It is the most northern breeding
site for Atlantic Puffins. The NWA also provides feeding grounds for many marine
mammals. The area is special to Inuit from the closest community, Grise Fiord, because of
the plentiful wildlife and hunting grounds. The last known surveys on seabird populations at
this NWA were conducted in 2000. A current estimate is required for continued
management of the NWA. Where: Coburg Island, specifically within the Nirjutigarvik
National Wildlife Area. The closest community is Grise Fiord. When: This is continued work
from 2023. It will take place within the time fram of July 1, 2024, to August 30, 2024, with
the aim for July 17, 2024 to July 25, 2024. Dates are subject to change based on feedback
from the Polar Continental Shelf Program.

Qui: Quatre employés du Service Canadien de la Faune, quatre membres de la communauté
de Grise Fiord, et deux étudiants de I'Institut de Recherche du Nunavut, font parti de cette
proposition de projet pour la réserve Nationale de Faune de Nirjutigarvik. Quoi: Nous
espérons effectuer une suivi photographique des colonies d'oiseaux marins en hélicopteére,
et drones. Les colonies d'oiseaux suivis comprennent les Fulmar Boréau, les guillemots de
Briinnichs, Guillemots a Miroir, Mouettes Tridactyles et Goélands Bourgmestres. Nous
effectuerons également un suivie photographique de la colonie de Puffins de I'Atlantic du
Monument de la Princesse Charlotte par hélicoptere, drone et bateau.En 2023, un refuge
(déme) a été construit sur la cote est de la réserve National de Faune de Nirjutiqarvik. En
2024, nous effectuerons la maintenance de la structure. De plus, nous planifions installer 2-
3 appareils photos automatique et enregistreurs acoustiques autonomes. Finalement, nous
installerons une station météorologique qui enregistrera les Systéme d'identification
automatique pour enregistrer le trafic maritime et s'assurer du respect des permis d'acces.
Pourquoi: Ces activités ont été recommandées par le comité de cogestion de I'aire de
Nirjutigarvik, basé a Grise Fiord, et font partie des activités de gestions de I'aire. Des milliers
d'oiseaux marins dépendent de I'ile Coburg et de la réserve Nationale de Faune de
Nirjutigarvik pour la reproduction et I'alimentation. C'est le site de reproduction de
Macareux moine le plus nordique La RNF fournit également une zone d'alimentation pour
les mammiferes marins. Cette régions est particulierement importante pour les Inuits de la
communauté la plus proche, Grise Fiord, en raison de I'abondance de sa faune. Les derniers
suivis des populations d'oiseaux marins dans cette RNF ont été réalisés en 2000. Une
estimation actuelle est nécessaire pour assuré la bonne gestion de la RNF. Ou : fle Coburg,
plus précisément dans la réserve nationale de faune de Nirjutigarvik. La communauté la
plus proche est Grise Fiord. Quand : Ces se dérouleront entre le Ter juillet 2024 et le 30 ao(t
2024, les dates prévues pour l'instant sont du 17 juillet 2024 au 25 juillet 2024. Les dates
sont susceptibles de changer en fonction de la disponibilités du support aérien et des
conditions climatiques.
