RE: NPC File No. 150423 [An Updated View of the Oceanographic Conditions in the northern Canadian Arctic.] 
 
The following works and activities have been proposed in the above-noted project proposal: 

1. Scientific Research focused on understanding how climate change has affected the marine environment across 
the Canadian Arctic: primary objective is to provide an updated view of the oceanographic conditions 
contrasted against those collected over 50 years ago to understand how this area has responded to climate 
change and how the ocean interacts with surrounding marine terminating glaciers and influences seasonal 
landfast ice cover. 

a. Use of existing facilities onboard Canadian Coast Guard vessel Des Groseilliers and at Eureka 
b. Conductivity-Temperature-Depth (CTD) sampling from the vessel in transit 
c. Deployment of sampling equipment to monitor oceanographic and sea ice conditions 
d. Physical sampling of water and ice, and observations of ice-ocean interactions 

2. Timing, Duration, & Personnel: 
a. 40 days over period 7 August 2024 to 31 August 2025 

i. Summers of 2024 and 2025 aboard Des Groseilliers 
ii. Winter 2024 and Spring 2025 at Eureka 

b. 4 personnel for a total of 160 person-days 
3. Location: Qikiqtani Region; [Eureka Sound, Nansen Sound, Greely Fiord, d’Iberville Fiord, and Antoinette Bay]

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The NPC has completed its review of the above noted project proposal. It conforms to the North Baffin Regional Land 
Use Plan (NBRLUP). The proponent has undertaken to comply with the applicable conformity requirements of 
Appendix C, H, and I of the NBRLUP.

The regulatory authorities to which this letter is addressed are responsible under the Nunavut Planning and Project 
Assessment Act (NuPPAA) to implement any of the applicable requirements by incorporating the requirements 
directly, or otherwise ensuring that they must be met, in the terms and conditions of any authorizations issued. 
 
This conformity determination applies only to the above noted project proposal as submitted. Proponents may not 
carry out projects and regulatory authorities may not issue licenses, permits and other authorizations in respect of 
projects if a review by the NPC is required. Regulatory authorities may consult with the NPC to obtain 
recommendations on their duties to implement the existing land use plans prior to issuing licenses, permits and other 
authorizations under subsection 69(6) of the NuPPAA.
