Marine-based Scientific Research: This project aims to address uncertainties in the habitat use and the stock
definitions of beluga and walrus using satellite telemetry and genetics. It is proposed to:

a. remotely collect biopsy samples of walrus and beluga for genetics,

b. remotely equip walrus and beluga whales with satellite tags that provide location and depth data,

c. usedrone and time lapse camera footage to monitor walrus haul outs and gather behavioural data on

beluga whales, and

d. deploy hydrophones to monitor marine mammal presence.

a. 10 days over period 10 September to 10 October 2024

b. 2 personnel for a total of 20 person-days
