To answer you questions:
1. The contractor would be responsible for the temporary camp for both projects
2. Granular investigations were conducted at the local municipal quarry northeast of the airport, and it was determined there is an adequate volume of aggregate,
without significant expansion of the quarry available, for the construction of both projects

Hope this clarifies things. We look forward to NIRB’s screening decision.

The NIRB has reviewed the application that you submitted for both construction and operations of the water treatment plant and the landfill in Grise Fiord.

There are two outstanding questions that we have to determine the NIRB’s path forward for the project:
1. Temporary Camp - is this something that would be considered as part of the proposed projects is if these are something that your company/
GN would be responsible for permitted and setting up and managing or is this something that would be managed by the Contractor
2. Quarries —with the amount of infrastructure proposed for Grise Fiord would there be any significant expansion to existing quarries that would need to be
addressed through the NIRB? The GN and NIRB have an agreement that says that the establishment or significant expansion to existing quarries should be looked
at by the NIRB. Therefore, if there is an expansion would that be a part of this project or would it be something that would be handled by another department or by
the Hamlet.
