OBJECTIVES OF RESEARCH:

A 1-2-week campaign is planned in July/August to sample marine surface sediments in near-
shore settings along export trajectories sampled in summer 2025. These samples will
complement the soil sample inventory to study erosion of permafrost organic carbon into the
ocean and oceanic feedback mechanisms. Sediments will be taken using small grab samplers
deployed from a small boat and suspended sediments will be filtered from water samples taken
in 18L canisters. All samples will be brought back to the laboratory at the University of Quebec
Rimouski. Moreover, greenhouse gas production from permafrost will be analyzed using
incubation chambers connected to a LI-COR CO2 analyzer to determine natural background,
CO2 production from permafrost soils.
