Dear Cassel Kapolak, Richard Dwyer, Tracey McCaie, Jared Ottenhof, and Owen Wade: 
 
RE: NPC File # 150699 [Isachsen High Arctic Weather Station Waste Fuel Reduction Program] 
 
The following works and activities have been proposed in the above-noted project proposal: 

1. Environment and Climate Change Canada (ECCC) is proposing a project to mitigate environmental risks at 
ECC's Isachsen High Arctic Weather Station by safely disposing of approximately 76,000 liters of old fuel 
stored in tanks and drums on-site.  

o This initiative involves using reconditioned forced-air incinerators to burn waste fuels, including 
diesel, over a planned 42-day program from late June to early August 2025.  

o The incineration will eliminate all waste fuel at the site, preventing leakage risks associated with 
aging storage containers. Following this, empty drums will be crushed as part of a broader 
remediation effort.

3. Location: Qikiqtani Region; [Isachsen High Arctic Weather Station near Grise Fiord]

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The Nunavut Planning Commission (NPC) has completed its review of the above-noted project proposal. The NPC 
previously reviewed works and activities associated with the current proposal (conformity determination issued May 
31, 2017, March 9, 2018, May 26, 2022, and June 27, 2023).  These conformity determinations still apply.  

The NPC has determined that the above-noted project proposal is a significant modification to the project because it 
includes the incineration of fuel wastes and the crushing of empty waste fuel storage drums. It conforms to the North 
Baffin Regional Land Use Plan (NBRLUP). The proponent has undertaken to comply with the applicable conformity 
requirements of Appendix C, H, and I of the NBRLUP.   

The above-noted project proposal requires screening by the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB) because it does not 
belong to a class of exempt works or activities set out in Schedule 12-1 of the Nunavut Agreement. 
 
By way of this letter, the NPC is forwarding the project proposal with this determination to the NIRB for screening.

The regulatory authorities to which this letter is addressed are responsible under the Nunavut Planning and Project 
Assessment Act (NUPPAA) to implement any of the applicable requirements by incorporating the requirements 
directly, or otherwise ensuring that they must be met, in the terms and conditions of any authorizations issued. 
 
This conformity determination applies only to the above-noted project proposal as submitted.  Proponents may not 
carry out projects and regulatory authorities may not issue licenses, permits and other authorizations in respect of 
projects if a review by the NPC is required. Regulatory authorities may consult with the NPC to obtain 
recommendations on their duties to implement the existing land use plans prior to issuing licenses, permits and other 
authorizations under subsection 69(6) of the NUPPAA.
