PROJECT SCOPE: 

The proposed “Isachsen High Arctic Weather Station Waste Fuel Reduction Program” project is located within 

the Qikiqtani region, at the Isachsen High Arctic Weather Station on the western shore of Ellef Ringnes Island in 

the Swerdrup Islands. As part of the initial step in the overall decommissioning and remediation work planned at 

the Isachsen High Arctic Weather Station, the Proponent intends to undertake incineration of waste fuel located 

at the site. The program is proposed to take place from June to August 2025. The scope of this proposed project 

as identified by the NIRB includes the following undertakings, works or activities: 

▪ Incinerate up to 76,000 litres of waste fuel 

contained in storage tanks and hundreds of 

drums; 

▪ Use of two (2) reconditioned forced-air 

incinerators to incinerate old diesel, jet fuels, 

kerosene and gasoline located in drums, and 

above ground storage tanks (AST); 

▪ Removal of hazardous wastes off-site for 

proper disposal that cannot be incinerated 

(e.g., drums containing lead above guidelines 

for incineration); 

▪ Use of seasonal work camp at the weather 

station.
