Re: NIRB File No. 25TN031: KitIA comments regarding Eagle Eye Tours’ “Eagle Eye Tours Wildlife 
Tours” Project Proposal 

 

Dear Ms. Kapolak, 

The Kitikmeot Inuit Association (KitIA) would like to thank the Nunavut Impact Review Board 
(NIRB) for the opportunity to provide comments on the Eagle Eye Tours’ “Eagle Eye Tours 
Wildlife Tours” Project proposal.  Please see the following comments from KitIA on the proposal 
at this time. 

• Seasonal Timing Awareness: 
While the Project Description indicates that one Cambridge Bay tour is planned for 2025, 
seasonal timing details are not provided. It may be helpful for planning and mitigation 
purposes to be mindful of local wildlife sensitivity windows, including bird nesting and 
calving periods, when finalizing trip dates. 

• Potential for Encounters with Muskox and Caribou 
KIA notes the potential for sightings of muskox and caribou during day trips around 
Cambridge Bay (e.g., Mount Pelly, Dew Line Road). Guides are expected to avoid 
approaching or crowding animals, particularly if young are present. Visitors should 
remain on established paths or roadways whenever possible. 

• Land Use and Community Awareness 
Although the activities are low-impact and do not involve camping, KIA encourages 
continued awareness of local land use, particularly in areas used by harvesters or for 
cultural purposes. General communication with the Hamlet of Cambridge Bay and the 
local HTO is encouraged to help avoid unintentional overlap with traditional land use 
activities. 

• Inuit Employment and Cultural Content 
KIA supports the inclusion of local guides and encourages opportunities to incorporate 
Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit (IQ) and cultural interpretation into the Cambridge Bay tour 
experience. Where possible, employment or capacity-building for Inuit youth or 
community members in tourism-related roles is encouraged. 
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• Waste and Environmental Practices 
Even in the absence of overnight camping, it is important that leave-no-trace principles 
be followed during all excursions. All garbage and food waste should be packed out, and 
participants should be briefed on how to minimize their environmental footprint. 

• Seasonal Timing Awareness: 
While the summary indicates that one Cambridge Bay tour is planned for 2025, seasonal 
timing details are not specified. It may be helpful for planning and mitigation purposes to 
keep in mind local wildlife sensitivity windows, including bird nesting and calving periods, 
when finalizing trip dates.
