Transport Canada does not have concerns about the proposed project but is providing information
regarding regulatory requirements under the Department’s mandate.

Transport Canada understands that the project involves the deployment of fish tracking moorings at
several sites in the Arctic Ocean. The Arctic Ocean is a scheduled navigable waterway listed in the
Canadian Navigable Waters Act (CNWA). Works, such as the deployment of fish tracking moorings, in
a scheduled navigable waterway may require an approval under the CNWA from Transport Canada. One
exception to this is if the works are undertaken in a manner that satisfies all the requirements of the
CNWA Minor Works Order (https://laws-lois.justice.gc.ca/eng/regulations/sor-2021-170/Full Text.html )
and in particular sections 1 to 11, 31 to 33 (Mooring Systems) and 39 (Scientific Equipment). If they
have not already done so, the Proponent should complete a self-assessment using Transport Canada’s
Navigation Protection Program on-line Project Review Tool to determine the requirements of the CNWA
for the Project (at: https:/npp-submissions-demandes-ppn.tc.canada.ca/projectreview-
outildexamenduprojet?GoCTemplateCulture=en-CA ).

Additionally, all marine navigation, such as the use of the research vessel Kiviuq 1, for the Project must
conform to applicable federal and territorial legislation, and particularly the requirements of the Canada
Shipping Act, 2001 and its associated regulations.
