The NPC has completed its review of the above-noted project proposal. The NPC previously reviewed works and
activities associated with the current project proposal, and decisions were issued on February 25, 2021 and March 18,
2019, stating that the project proposal falls outside the area of an applicable regional land use plan. In addition, works
and activities associated with the current proposal were previously screened by the Nunavut Impact Review Board
(NIRB File Nos.: 07EN067, 14ENO33 and 19EA019). The NPC has determined that the above-noted project proposal is
a significant modification to the project because of the addition of new mineral claims for further exploration in a new
area.

The above-noted project proposal requires screening by the NIRB under section 12.4.3 of the Nunavut Agreement as
amended because it is for a component or activity that was not part of the original or previously amended proposal
and its inclusion is a significant modification of the project. The project proposal requires screening by the Nunavut
Impact Review Board (NIRB) because it does not belong to a class of exempt works or activities set out in Schedule 12-
1 of the Nunavut Agreement.

By way of this letter, the NPC is forwarding the project proposal with this determination to the NIRB for screening.

This conformity determination applies only to the above noted project proposal as submitted. Proponents may not
carry out projects and regulatory authorities may not issue licenses, permits and other authorizations in respect of
projects if a review by the NPC is required. Regulatory authorities may consult with the NPC to obtain
recommendations on their duties to implement the existing land use plans prior to issuing licenses, permits and other
authorizations under subsection 69(6) of the NuPPAA.
