Re: "Pond Inlet Marine Infrastructure"

As per Article 14 of the Nunavut Lands Claim Agreement Act, the 100 foot strip upland from the
Ordinary High Water Mark (OHWM) along the shoreline of the seacoast, navigable rivers, and
navigable lakes of Nunavut are administered by the Commissioner of Nunavut. The Department
of Community and Government Services is authorized to act on behalf of the Commissioner of
Nunavut and is therefore the authorizing agency.

The Pond Inlet Marine Infrastructure project (the Project) will see construction activities and
permanent infrastructure occupancy within the 100 foot strip along the shoreline upland from the
OHWM. The construction that will happen on the 100 foot strip will include earth works to
support the creation of two new breakwaters, a sealift ramp and parking lot, and beach
resurfacing to create a more suitable surface for vehicle access. This phase will also see the 100
foot strip used as site access for workers and trucks hauling quarried materials for the
construction of the breakwaters. The onshore portions of the sealift laydown area and the two
breakwaters will be permanent infrastructure on Commissioner’s Land.

Therefore, this letter can confirm that no other permits are required at this time to allow for the
temporary and permanent usage and occupancy of Commissioner’s Land for the Project and to
also confirm proceeding with the Nunavut Impact Review Board screening application in regards
to the ‘Pond Inlet Small Craft Harbour’.
