Indigenous and Northern Affairs Canada is currently developing an online system that would
allow the selection and recording of mineral claims in Nunavut from a map. The system known
as "Map Selection System” is intended to change the way mineral claims are acquired from
ground staking to selecting pre-defined grid units represented on a map. Doing away with
ground staking will eliminate the need to access lands for the purpose of acquiring a mineral
claim.

Amendments to the Nunavut Mining Regulations will be necessary to implement map selection.
Before these are officially published in the Canada Gazette for public consultation purposes,
we would like to invite you to comment on the proposed changes. To help you in that task, a
summary table of those changes is included with this letter.
