On March 2, 2021 the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB or Board) received a referral to screen Parks Canada’s (PC) “Lake Hazen Barrel Shed Remediation and Replacement” project proposal from Parks Canada. This project proposal has been given a positive conformity determination with Parks Canada's requirements.
