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TITLE: Izok Lake Targeted VMS Mineralization in the Slave Region

OBJECTIVES OF RESEARCH:

A substantial amount of drill core has been left on the Izok Lake property that is available for
observation. This project involves core logging of mineralized zones that will build on previous
years of bedrock mapping projects in the greenstone belt, m which the Izok Lake deposit is
hosted in, from the Northwest Territories Geological Survey, and will act as a baseline for VMS
mineralization in greenstone belts of the Slave craton in Nunavut. This work will help evaluate
the tectonic setting, volcanic architecture, and facies distribution in volcanogenic massive sulfide
deposits within the belt and surrounding areas. Understanding the fundamental geological
processes of the greenstonebelt will aid in the understanding of the evolutionary processes
responsible for mineral endowment across the Slave craton. In addition, this work will assist in
the scientific understanding of those involved in policy decisions, including local stakeholders.
