Re: Nunavut Impact Review Board’s 2022 Revised Draft of the Rules of Procedure for
Comment

Dear Parties:

The Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB) is releasing the 2022 Revised Draft Rules of Procedure
(ROP) for public consultation. By way of this correspondence, the NIRB is inviting interested
parties to provide comments on the 2022 Revised Draft ROP by June 30, 2023.

In 2018, a Draft ROP was developed as authorized under Article 12, Section 12.2.23 of the
Agreement between the Inuit of the Nunavut Settlement Area and Her Majesty the Queen in right
of Canada (Nunavut Agreement) and s. 26 of the Nunavut Planning and Project Assessment Act,
S.C. 2013, c. 14, s. 2 (NUPPAA). The 2022 Revised Draft ROP includes approximately 200
revisions to the 2018 Draft ROP to reflect the comments provided by parties in 2019. In addition,
the 2022 Revised Draft ROP includes revisions and additions to incorporate best practices and the
Board’s recent experience with modifications to the Board’s processes to accommodate public
health and safety requirements, such as incorporating the use of remote access technology during
the pandemic. Once finalized, the updated ROP will apply to NIRB proceedings, including Public
Hearings.
