Asié Ditth’al

Health Canada reviewed the Project noise
assessment for scientific validity and
potential risks to human health from project-
related changes in environmental noise.

Current noise levels (before the project
extension) were compared to predicted
future noise levels (with the project
extension) to examine how human health
may be affected within the project area.

No human receptors were identified as likely
to be impacted by Project noise.

The Proponent has an existing Community
Involvement Plan describing how it will
engage, communicate with and receive
feedback from the public, as well as a
Stakeholder Grievance Mechanism capable
of addressing noise-related complaints.
