OBJECTIVES OF RESEARCH:

IceBird 2024 is a long term project to study the variability and changes of sea ice in the
Canadian Arctic, both land fast ice and the pack ice of the Arctic Ocean. IceBird 2024 is a
continuation of surveys initiated by Professor Haas when he was an Alberta Ingenuity Scholar at
the University of Alberta (2007-2012) and a Tier 1 Canada Research Chair at York University in
Toronto (2012-2017). Secondary objectives are to map the occurrence of rough ice and slush
which pose hazards for travel over ice by snowmobiles, and the provision of ground-truth data
for satellite observations. The results are needed to assess climate change in the Canadian Arctic
and to help making travel over ice safer. The latter is achieved in close collaboration with Prof.
Trevor Bell and the SmartICE project. Airborne surveys will be carried out with a DC3-T/Basler
aircraft between April 9 and May 4 2024.
