Baffinland met with the Hamlet and HTO in Clyde River to provide an update on the Steensby Component 
of the Project. Topics discussed included:

MEETING MINUTES 

Meeting began at approximately 1:30 pm with an opening prayer and with Mosa Palituq chairing the 
meeting. 

JT presented the presentation, speaking from the hardcopies of the presentation and without the aid of 
a PowerPoint slide presentation. AI and IA helped out with the presentation and in responding to some 
questions from the representatives from the Hamlet Council and Nangmautaq HTO. George Iqalukjuak 
took notes of the meeting. 
 
Q1. Question. (SA): Would the 18 Mtpa for Steensby affect iron ore market price? 
A1. Response: 18 Mtpa will put Baffinland in a better position to operate without negatively affecting 
project operations, even in the face of iron ore market price fluctuations.  

            
Q2. Question (SA):  Has Baffinland been making profit at Mary River since it started operating in 2004? 

 
A2. Response: Baffinland started shipping out iron ore in 2015 with ERP (4.2 Mtpa) and up to 6 Mtpa 
starting in 2018 but the company has not made any profit to-date.  According to the Nunavut Agreement, 
NTI will start receiving Royalties from the Mary River Project when Baffinland starts to make a profit but 
Royalties have not yet been paid to NTI to-date because Baffinland has not made profit. 
 
Q3. Question (SA):  I hear there were layoffs in Mary River.  Were there Inuit laid off at that time? 
 
A3. Response: The workforce of the Mary River Project was reduced by 10% around middle of September 
but there were no Inuit BIM employees laid off at that time. Inuit employment is protected under the IIBA. 
  
Q4. Question (TP):  There had been cases, in the past, where BIM has done some work at Mary River or 
Milne Port without a proper permitting in place. Will BIM ensure that all required permits are in place 
before any work is carried out at Mary River or Milne Port? 
 
A4. Response: Work performed by BIM at Mary River or Milne Port has been duly permitted.   
 
Q5. Question (JKT):  The long distance boaters in Clyde are having difficulty finding 45-gallon drums to 
carry their gas.  Can Dornier transport some 45-gallon drums to Clyde from Mary River?   
 
A5.  Response:  45 gallon drums can only be on flight with no passengers, due to safety regulations if the 
drums have been, previously, been used for gasoline or heating fuel.  Will look into this and get back to 
the HTO. 
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Q6. Question (SK): It is not necessary to use chemicals to separate iron ore from other minerals or rocks 
at Mary River? 
 
A6. Response:  Iron ore at Mary River is around 65% pure iron, therefore we just crush it to golf ball size 
lumps to send to buyers.  We do not need chemicals to separate iron or from other minerals or rocks with 
our high-grade iron ore at Mary River, therefore, there are no tailings pond at Mary River.  
 
Q7. (RE): Do you have ringed seal aerial survey results for the years 2006, 2007, 2008, 2021 and 2024?  It 
would be good to see the trends over these years, to see how the population is doing before work starts 
at Steensby. 
 
A7.  Response:  Will look into this and get back to the HTO with a response. 
 
Q8. Question (SI): What is the number of Inuit working at the work sites? 
 
A8. Response: We had approximately 450 Inuit working on the Mary River Project prior to COVID-19 and 
the number went down considerably during COVID-19 but the number has been increasing when the 
COVID-19 restrictions were relaxed.  We had 361 Inuit working (both BIM and contractor employees), at 
the end of September 2024 and the overall employee numbers is between 1,700 and 2,000.  I will get back 
to you on the percentage of Inuit employment.  
 
S8.  Statement (SK):  Eva Onalik of QIA reports, on quarterly basis, on how many Inuit are employed.   

 
S9. Statement (SI): Clyde River people are happy with the Mary River Project as it provides employment 
to some of its residents. 
 
R9. Response: It is always good to see that there are quite a few people employed by the Mary River 
Project from Clyde River despite other competing employers. Clyde River has the highest employment 
rate in Baffin Region and possibly in all of Nunavut with approximate 60 people employed in Clyde River 
by the Cultural School (Piqqusilirivvik) and Ilisaqsivik Society. 

 
Q10. Question (SA):  When was the last time caribou aerial surveys were carried out in the Mary River 
Project area? 
 
A10. Response: Will check this out and get back to you.

Q1. Rail Construction: How many jobs will be lost in trucking? 

A1. There will be a transition in some of the types of jobs available with the development and operation 
the Steensby Component, but Baffinland is committed to re-training individuals wherever necessary so 
they can continue working with Baffinland. Under the Inuit Impact Benefit Agreement (IIBA), and as part 
of Baffinland’s direct commitment to communities, no Inuit will lose their job at Mary River due to the 
transition to the Steensby Component of the Project. 

Statement: for the visit (community engagement), it will work in the next little while for Baffinland to visit 
before Christmas. 

Q2. Inuit Owned Lands (IOL): will the communities benefit from the land they selected? 

A2. Baffinland and the QIA will continue to implement the Mary River IIBA as the Project operates in part 
on Inuit Owned Land. Baffinland and QIA are in the process of updating the Mary River IIBA to reflect the 
current development of the Steensby Component of the Project. This transition will not change 
Baffinland’s IIBA commitment to the communities, and Baffinland and the QIA will continue to strive to 
maximize Inuit employment, training and contracting benefits.  

Q3. Qikiqtani Inuit Association (QIA): How much will they get from Inuit Owned Lands? 

Q3. Baffinland holds a Commercial Lease with the QIA where an annual rent is paid for the lease of Inuit 
Owned Land, including fees for waste tipping and quarrying. 

Statement: the closest communities should benefit. I want to know how it is being used.

Component. Topics discussed included:

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MEETING MINUTES 

Meeting began at approximately 9am. 

Minutes were taken on questions asked during the meeting.  

Q1. Joshua Arreak: How would one rule be such as to how many has to be in a caribou herd (50?) for the 
train to stop? 

A1. Baffinland will implement a caribou decision framework similar to the one used on the Tote Road. If 
caribou are within 250 meters of the track, moving toward it, or part of a major herd migration, train 
traffic will stop. The rail traffic controller will be notified, and trains will wait until the caribou have safely 
crossed before resuming. 

Q2. We know that IQ, states that one should avoid getting the first herd, or the leaders of the herd for the 
remaining herd continue the migration and not turn back. Will this IQ Rule be abided? 

A2. If a caribou herd is crossing the railway, the train will stop and wait until all caribou have crossed and 
are moving away from the track before proceeding. 

Q3. Joshua Idlout: concerning the 60Km max speed for the train, how will it be able to stop if need to? 

A3. The trains will be equipped with emergency brakes which will be used to stop the train if emergency 
braking is required.   

Q4. Do you know where the caribou migration herds are? Are they identified, and where are the culverts 
and bridges going to be identified, and will they be able to give access to caribou travelling in that area. 

A4. Baffinland has identified key crossing locations and broad crossing locations along the Steensby 
Railway where caribou are known to travel. These areas were determined based on caribou trails, aerial 
surveys and land use studies where land users confirmed (based on IQ/Inuit knowledge) the trails will be 
used again by caribou as the population recovers and increases.  

Q5.  HTO Member: Archaeological Sites need to be taken care of and not disturb. 

A5. Baffinland follows a Cultural Heritage Resource Protection Plan to mitigate impacts on archaeological 
resources during construction. We have conducted 9 years of archaeology surveys along the Steensby rail 
line to identify archaeological sites to ensure sites are preserved and impacts from construction are 
mitigated.  

Q6. Will the train have a horn to warn off caribou before hitting the caribou?  

A6. Baffinland will implement a caribou decision framework similar to the one used on the Tote Road. If 
caribou are within 250 meters of the track, moving toward it, or part of a major herd migration, train 
traffic will stop. The rail traffic controller will be notified, and trains will wait until the caribou have safely 
crossed before resuming.  

Q7. Joshua Idlout: Can we get prints of where the caribou trails are along the railroad and who provided 
those to BIM? 

A7. Baffinland can provide these maps. These areas were determined based on the concentration of 
caribou trails identified through caribou trail surveys, aerial surveys and land use studies for the FEIS, 
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which land users confirmed (based on IQ/Inuit knowledge) will be used again by caribou as the population 
recovers and increases. Caribou workshops were done in all 5 North Baffin communities for the FEIS.  

Q8. Back when the Tote road was being worked on, it was a rush job and therefore a lot of archaeological 
sites were destroyed. It is claimed that BIM had told the road workers to rush the work. This was when 
Abraham Kublu was the Mayor. 

A8. The Tote Road was not constructed by Baffinland, it was built in the 1960s for exploration.  

Statement: Mathias Kunuk, MHTO Chair: Igloolik, Sanirajak and Pond Inlet should get together again. 

Q9. HTO Member: I hear that sewage is being pumped in to Camp Lake where there is fish. 

Panuili, HTO Member: I know it is totally cleaned before it being discharge. I have been to the site and 
seen it myself. 

A9. Sewage is managed in accordance with Baffinland’s Fresh Water Supply, Sewage and Wastewater 
Management Plan and Type ‘A’ Water Licence which ensure that waste water is treated to levels which 
will not harm the environment before it is discharged.  

Q10. Joshua Katsak, HTO Member: I always cannot open the reports that you have done, when trying to 
access the information through computer, even the NIRB Site is very hard to open. 

A10. We will consider providing hard copies of the environmental monitoring reports to the MHTO with 
the next annual report. We have provided digital copies in previous years, along with hard copies of the 
main body of the Annual Report, and these are also available on the NIRB registry. 

Q11. As for the IQ definitions, we should continue using the term Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit and not to leave 
it behind.  
A11. We have been hearing comments on the term “Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit” from Inuit, over the past 
few years, during some of our community engagements, other meetings/gatherings or in our 
conversations with some individuals in Baffin Region. Many Inuit did not agree with use of the term Inuit 
Qaujimajatuqangit referring to contemporary knowledge-based topics. Baffinland will continue to use the 
term Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit when discussing Inuit Traditional Knowledge.

Statement. We hunt for caribou to the south west of the mine site and its hard to access, the development 
of the railway may make it more accessible. 

Q1. How will the tunnels be built, will they use a boring machine? 

A1. Tunnels will be built by drilling, blasting, mucking and stabilizing the tunnel. 

Q2. Is any dredging required to build the marine infrastructure?  

A2. No. The dock will be built by pushing crushed rock from Steensby Island into the marine area until the 
outline of the dock is complete, then it will be cut to a depth fit for the draft of anticipated vessels. 

Q3. A rocky area close to the dock was previously going to be removed, is that still the case? 

A3. No.  

Q4. Sugluq, Rowley Island’s have low tides that will affect the ships navigation? 

A4. Baffinland has conducted oceanographic and bathymetry studies on the Southern Shipping Route and 
in the Port vicinity for the 2012 FEIS as well as supplemental studies since 2021. We have and will continue 
to use the results of these study to identify any areas of concern.  

Q5. Will Baffinland drop boulders for offsetting? 

A5. Baffinland’s Marine Fisheries Act Authorization (FAA) application includes the use of creating artificial 
reefs. The proposed methodology is to lay boulders on ice in the spring and summer thaw will drop these 
to the ocean floor, creating the rocky reef.    

Statement. Kavisilin? Kakilasa – Ninespine Stickleback different terms used between North and South 
Baffin dialects  

Q6. Can Baffinland transport fermented walrus meat from Igloolik to Pond Inlet?  

A6.  We will look into this and get back to you. 

Q7. Mittimatalik HTO research vessel – can Baffinland transport that next year’s cargo ship to Pond Inlet? 

A7. We will look into this and get back to you.

MEETING MINUTES 

Meeting began at approximately 7pm. 

Q1, Question. (TN): The shipping route is 44 km away from Kinngait, which is not very far away.  Can it 
be moved further away from Kinngait? 

A1, Response. (JT): The shipping route was approved in 2012. In community engagement with Kinngait 
for the 2012 FEIS, the community requested that Baffinland put as much distance between ships and the 
community as possible and as safety allows. In response to this request, Baffinland modified the 
proposed shipping route for the FEIS.  

Q2, Question. (TN): What sort of infrastructure benefits will be realized by Kinngait when Steensby 
component of the Mary River Project goes into operation? Since Kinngait already has a day care centre 
running and another one, which is at the High School, that just needs minor repairs to get it going, I 
would like to see Baffinland helping with some funding towards a Hockey Arena, as it may be easier for 
GN to include such infrastructure in its Capital commitments for Kinngait when they know part of a 
Capital cost may be possible to be covered through Baffinland, instead of Baffinland providing funds 
towards day care facility.   

A2, Response. (JT):  Should construction of Steensby move forward, the IIBA will consider infrastructure 
developments for communities. We would certainly be able to discuss with Kinngait on what they may 
want. 

Q3, Question. (PP): Inquired as to who approved the shipping route.  Upon hearing the response, 
commented that they (NIRB) are not from Kinngait. 

A3, Response. (JT): Review process on Steensby, included working with Kinngait, was conducted that led 
to the approval of the Steensby Component of the Mary River Project in 2012 by NIRB and the Federal 
Minister of Northern Affairs. 
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Q4, Question. (EA): Can wildlife (seals, narwhal, etc.) monitoring results and what is being said about 
the impacts by the impacted people (people of Pond Inlet) in Eclipse Sound/Milne Inlet be provided to 
us, the next time Baffinland is in Kinngait for meetings? I would like to see how animals are being 
effected by the Mary River Project. 

A4, Response. (JT): We will provide this information the next time Baffinland is in Kinngait for meetings 
with you. 

Q5, Question. (TN): What kind of fuel will be used by train locomotives? 

A5, Response. (JT): I think it will be diesel but I will look into this and get back to you. 

Q6, Question. (IT): Will train cars be covered when transporting iron ore from Mary River to Steensby 
Port? How many cars will be used on each train trip? 

A6, Response. (JT): Train cars will not be covered when transporting iron ore.  I can’t remember the 
number of cars to be used, off the top of my head, but I will find this out and get back to you. 

Q7, Comment. (PP): December is usually a busy time in Kinngait when everyone is gearing up for 
Christmas festivities, activities, holidays, etc, it would be advisable to have meetings, in the future, led 
by Baffinland during other months. 

A7, Response. (JT and JM): Baffinland, initially, wanted to have meeting with the Hamlet Council and 
HTA in October/November but due to logistical constraints the meeting was held in December. 

Q8, Question. (TN and EA): When will Baffinland be meeting with us again on Steensby Component of 
the Mary River Project? 

A8, Response. (JT): The next dates on engagement with Kinngait are not known but as soon as the dates 
become known, Baffinland will advise you through Jimmy and Adamie.

How many jobs will be lost in 
trucking? 

There will be a transition in some of the types of jobs available with the 
development and operation the Steensby Component, but Baffinland is 
committed to re-training individuals wherever necessary so they can 
continue working with Baffinland. Under the Inuit Impact Benefit 
Agreement (IIBA), and as part of Baffinland’s direct commitment to 
communities, no Inuit will lose their job at Mary River due to the 
transition to the Steensby Component of the Project. 

Will the communities benefit from 
the land they selected? 

Baffinland and the QIA will continue to implement the Mary River IIBA 
as the Project operates in part on Inuit Owned Land. Baffinland and QIA 
are in the process of updating the Mary River IIBA to reflect the current 
development of the Steensby Component of the Project. This transition 
will not change Baffinland’s IIBA commitment to the communities, and 
Baffinland and the QIA will continue to strive to maximize Inuit 
employment, training and contracting benefits. 

How much will the QIA get from Inuit 
Owned Lands? 

Baffinland holds a Commercial Lease with the QIA where an annual rent 
is paid for the lease of Inuit Owned Land, including fees for waste 
tipping and quarrying.
