NUNAVUT MARINE COUNCIL LAUNCHES NEW WEBSITE  
 

 
CAMBRIDGE BAY, GJOA HAVEN, IQALUIT, NU – APRIL 1, 2021: The Nunavut Marine Council 
(NMC) is pleased to announce that a refreshed website (www.nunavutmarinecouncil.com) has 
been launched to increase awareness of the NMC and the marine environment. 
 
Under the Nunavut Agreement, the Nunavut Marine Council is a mechanism for utilizing the 
shared experience and knowledge of Nunavut’s Institutions of Public Government to address 
marine issues that are broader than any one organization’s mandate. The NMC is made up of 
board members and staff of the Nunavut Impact Review Board (NIRB), the Nunavut Planning 
Commission (NPC), the Nunavut Water Board (NWB) and the Nunavut Wildlife Management 
Board (NWMB) as they work together to advise and make recommendations to government 
regarding marine areas.  

The purpose of the website overhaul is to provide an effective way of providing the public with 
access to information about the NMC and its member Institutions of Public Government and their 
activities; provide public access to NMC correspondence, reports, and other materials; facilitate 
the two-way transfer of information and engagement of Nunavummiut related to marine areas 
within or affecting the Nunavut Settlement Area (NSA); and facilitate improved public 
engagement in government programs, initiatives, and policy development related to marine 
areas within or affecting the NSA.  

The NMC welcomes feedback on the website, its content or discussion of marine issues of 
importance to Nunavummiut.

CAMBRIDGE BAY, GJOA HAVEN, IQALUIT, NU – 1er avril 2021:  Le Conseil du milieu marin du 
Nunavut (CMMN) est heureux d’annoncer le lancement de son site Web, réactualisé 
(www.nunavutmarinecouncil.com/fr/) pour optimiser la sensibilisation au CMMN et au milieu 
marin.   
 
Au titre de l’Accord du Nunavut, le Conseil du milieu marin du Nunavut est un mécanisme se 
nourrissant des expériences et des connaissances communes des organismes gouvernementaux 
du Nunavut dans le but d’aborder les questions marines dont la portée excède le mandat de l’un 
quelconque de ces organismes. Le CMMN regroupe des membres et des employés de la 
Commission du Nunavut chargée de l’examen des répercussions (CNER), de la Commission 
d’aménagement du Nunavut (CAN), de l’Office des eaux du Nunavut (OEN) et du Conseil de 
gestion des ressources fauniques du Nunavut (CGRFN). Conjointement, ces organismes 
conseillent le gouvernement en ce qui a trait aux zones marines et lui font des recommandations 
à cet égard.  

Le but de cette refonte du site Web est de faciliter efficacement l’accès de  la population à 
l’information inhérente au CMMN, à ses organismes gouvernementaux membres et à leurs 
activités; de lui donner accès à la correspondance, aux rapports et autres matériaux du Conseil; 
de faciliter le transfert bidirectionnel des données et l’engagement des Nunavummiut sur les 
zones marines de la région du Nunavut (RN) ou visant cette région et enfin d’encourager la 
participation publique aux programmes et initiatives ainsi qu’à l’élaboration des politiques du 
gouvernement  au sein de la RN ou visant cette région.   

Le CMMN se réjouit d’avance des commentaires sur son site Web et son contenu ou de toute 
discussion sur les questions marines importantes pour les Nunavummiut.
